Regional Residential School on Socio Economic and Development Rights and Good Governance

28 December 2006 to 12 January 2007

Program Overview

Program Introduction
The program is first of its kind in the legal education system of Nepal, to address the socio economic issues of the community with a view to explore innovative ideas to overhaul the setbacks through various academic initiatives. 

KSL has been organizing ‘residential programs for students’ and ‘interactive dialogues of professors’ on economic and social rights and good governance from last five years. From 2005, this program has been transformed into a ‘platform of law students and professors’ from SAARC region. 

The program has expanded its scope and modality from this year with more standard curriculum and by including law students and professors from SAARC region and its surrounding countries. The program is envisaged as one of the major programs of South Asian Law Schools' Forum for Human Rights (SALS Forum) in the areas of good governance and socio economic rights. The program will address the socio economic and development condition of disenfranchised population and problem of exclusion in the SAARC region and its surrounding countries. In the changed context of Nepal, the program also envisions to promote the academic discussion on good governance to facilitate the members of Constituent Assembly.
Program Objectives: 
· Promotion of increased regional academic and professional discussions on issues of good governance and its relation with economic and social rights.

· Promotion of research and consistent dialogue on human rights (economic and social rights in particular), inclusive democracy and good governance in academic institutions in the region targeting students, faculties, government experts and activists at the SAARC regional level.

· Development of a regional platform for academics and professionals for discussion on human rights (economic and social rights in particular), inclusive democracy and good governance.

Outcomes:

· A regional forum for interaction on issues of good governance and economic, social and development rights will be strengthened. 
· A linkage for academic interactions of law students, faculties and rights activists will be established, which is beneficial for the entire region, and it particularly will contribute to the sound academic development of Kathmandu School of Law as a center of excellence on these particular issue.

· The findings, resolutions and declarations will be utilized by the forthcoming Constituent Assembly and its constitution making process. 

Participating Countries:

To achieve the program objective we are inviting students and professors from ten countries: India, Pakistan, Sri Lanka, Bangladesh, Bhutan, Burma, Thailand, Afghanistan, China and Nepal. A total of 40 participants (20 national + 20 international) will be directly benefited by program. 
Selection of the Participants: Law students from SAARC region and its surrounding countries are eligible to apply for the course. Additionally, interested personnel in legal field, individuals or representatives from the institutions working in the related area are also encouraged to apply. Selection of participants is carried out on the basis of their interest, motivation and commitment on the course.

Resource Persons

National and International experts on socio economic rights and good governance will facilitate the program. International experts have been invited for the program from regional and international academic institutions. (KSL will borne the travel expenditure of the expert and disburse the moderate amount of remuneration for his/her service. The school will arrange accommodation and food accordingly)
Logistic Arrangement
Expenditure on Accommodation and Food for participants for 16 days will be borne by the school.
Field research, meetings and other visits will fall under the school's responsibility. No extra cost will be levied from participants. 
Course Certification
Participants will be certified for participating in the regional residential program at the end of the program.
